BALUSTERS
The vertical posts which support the railing
of the staircase. The term “Balustrade” refers
to the baluster and rail system.

COVE MOULDING
A decorative strip which, when attached to
the underside of the tread nosing, covers the
joint between the tread and riser.

FILLET
Strips which fill the plow between balusters
on plowed handrail and shoerail.

FITTINGS
The stair parts used to form a smooth transi-
tion when the handrail changes height or
direction, For example, staring a balustrade
(volute, turnout, starting easing), at a 
landing (gooseneck), and at a balcony.

HANDRAILS
The horizontal or rake member of a
balustrade system. It sits on top of the balus-
ters and is supported by newel posts.

NEWELS
The major support posts for the balustrade

system. Larger and heavier than the balusters,
newels are located at the bottom and top of a
staircase and at turns and critical support areas
of balcony rails.

NOSING
The portion of a tread or landing tread which
protrudes beyond the face of the riser.

RAKE
The slope or angle of the staircase (also referred
to as rake angle).

RISERS
The vertical component of a stair which 
supports the treads.

SHOERAIL
A piece running along the floor which is plowed
for the insertion of balusters and fillets.

STARTING STEPS
The first tread and riser at the bottom of the
staircase.

TREADS
The horizontal portion of the staircase that is
walked upon.

Staircase & Millwork Company conditionally guarantees its products 
to be free from defective material or workmanship for a period of one
year. The company shall not be responsible for misuse or improper use
of its product and expresses no warranty for safety or performance.
Installation of parts should be made by qualified persons according to
construction industry standards. 

Care should be exercised in the storage and use of these products. Parts
are for interior use only; exposure to extreme humidity, moisture or 
temperatures may cause delamination, checking, warpage, or raised
grain. Rotate inventory to minimize exposure. When parts are installed,
the staircase and staircase parts should be finished as soon as possible. 

Some upscale woods, such as cherry and mahogany, will age (get darker) 
rapidly, particularly if exposed to UV light (sunlight). This is a natural 
tendency of these woods, and will continue to age after a finish is
applied. This natural tendency can be slowed, however, by storing in a
dark area at room temperature and applying a finish as soon as possible. 

Staircase & Millwork Company reserves the right to modify design or 
specifications to either improve products or enhance manufacturing. 

PRICING
Prices to dealers are FOB warehouse Alpharetta, GA. if you require
Òfreight prepaidÓ, specify UPS delivery. UPS charges are prepaid and
added to the invoice. UPS, however, has a length restriction of 9 feet.
A $10.00 service charge will be added to all UPS orders. This LIST
PRICE supersedes all previous price lists and is subject to change 
without notice. 

TERMS
A 2% discount can be taken if paid within 10 days of the invoice date. 
Discount terms are a privilege, not a right and will be strictly adhered to. 
Return checks are subject to  $30.00 charge. 

RETURNS
APPROVAL: Returns can only be made on stock merchandise and must
have prior approval from Staircase & Millwork Company. An approval
authorization number (RGA#) will be required for Staircase & Millwork
Company to accept re-delivery. Consult your salesperson. 
CHARGE: Merchandise approved for return is subject to a 20% restock-
ing charge. 
FREIGHT: The customer is responsible for freight on all returns. 
CONDITION: Merchandise must be in good, salable condition in the 
original carton. Custom orders and cut, painted or otherwise modified 
merchandise will not be approved for return or credit. 
TIME: Returns must be made within 90 days of the invoice date. 

LINEAR
Linear products, such as handrail, will be shipped to required length if 
possible. Otherwise, linear products will be shipped and billed to the
next longer length available. Bulk shipments of linear products will 
contain approximately 25% 13Ó through 16Ó lengths. 

HEARTWOOD
In some wood species the difference between heartwood and sapwood 
is more pronounced, especially in cherry, maple and poplar. Poplar, 
separately, has natural color variations and as such, is intended by 
Staircase & Millwork Company to be paint grade material. Clear, white
poplar for stain grade is available at no additional charge. Please specify
if required. Overuse of the clear poplar specification will result in an 
up-charge. 

Staircase & Millwork Company upscale woods, such as cherry and
maple are intended to be 95% heartwood with 5% allowance for 
sapwood. This variation will be minimal if medium to dark stain is
applied when finished. Clear (100%) heartwood is available at an up
charge of 10%.
